¥ a closed heart and bondage go together...like the exodus
story we can be in bondage because of a hardness of heart
(i.e. Pharaoh)

¥ a closed heart lacks gratitude

¥ a closed heart is insensitive to awe and wonder

¥ a closed heart forgets God

¥ a closed heart lacks compassion

as well as the joy and wonder. | pray | have compassion,
sense wonder and awe, and never forget that God is with us in
all that comes our way.
