Music Reparations at FBC

In last week’s edition of the Bulletin, we shared about
the commitment that the worship leadership team at
FBC has made to have the church pay royalties each
time we use music that was originally created by
unknown, uncredited Black Americans or other
members of the African diaspora. We intend for these
reparations payments to repair, even if only in a small
way, the historical injustice that those who originally
produced this music were never paid for the use that
others made of their works, the way that any other
writer of songs, hymns and anthems would be.

This week we are excited to introduce you to the
organization to which we will be making these
reparations payments. The Hamilton-Garrett Center for Music & Arts is a cultural institution
in Roxbury dedicated to celebrating and preserving Black music, and especially Spirituals as
an art form, by nurturing the development of young musicians in Boston. The center houses

an after-school Music and Arts Academy for young learners ages 5 through 18, audition-
based select ensembles for vocal and instrumental performers, and a lending library of sheet
music and other resources for members of the community.

FBC Commits to Support the
World Health Organization this
February

First Baptist Church has committed to helping
end the worldwide orphan crisis. There are
150,000,000 orphans in the world today, and the
World Health Organization estimates that
16,500 children die every day, mostly from the
effects of extreme poverty. During their January
meeting, the Church Council voted to sponsor a
proven successful anti-poverty program for
orphaned children, which was developed by the
Foundation for Orphans and Zoe Empowers.

​During the next 3 years, our contributions to this program will support 25 child-led families
in Mozambique consisting of around 100 orphans and vulnerable children, providing training
and opportunities to move them out of extreme poverty into self-sufficiency, thus eliminating
the need for life-long aid. Children will learn about food security, income generation, health
and disease prevention, and their basic rights, as well as receiving housing and educational
assistance. Ninety-five percent of the children who begin the program are self-sufficient by
the end of 3 years. While the F40-Zoe program works with children from a broad range of
religious backgrounds, it offers a compelling view of the love that Jesus says we should

show to others. The cost of this anti-poverty program is $9,500 a year for each of the 3 years,
and the Council has committed to supporting the program through active fundraising and the
allocation of new initiative funds, if necessary.
